
 
The Oil Spill Recovery Institute (OSRI) Scholarship was created to promote the improvement of oil spill technology and equipment by providing a scholarship of up to $25,000 per year for two years to a full-time KPC student in the Process Technology or Industrial Process Instrumentation programs.
Minimum Scholastic Requirements: Applicants must be admitted to one of the following programs at KPC: Process Technology or Industrial Process Instrumentation. Current college students must have at least a 3.0 GPA. First time freshman may use their high school transcript or GED to satisfy the 3.0 GPA requirement.  A copy of the applicant’s transcript must be submitted with their application.
Requirement to Complete Program: The scholarship student will be required to participate in a technical internship with an Alaskan oil company or service company while pursing this degree. The internship will be coordinated through the Oil Spill Recovery Institute and will focus on the development or improvement of oil spill response technology currently in use in Alaska. Following their internship, the student will make a presentation of his/her work to the Oil Spill Recovery Institute Board, which meets twice per year in Alaska.

Application Material Requirements:

1. Complete a Campus-Based Scholarship Form (available from the KPC website at http://www.kpc.alaska.edu/admissions/financial.html).
2. The application should include of the following:

(a) Cover letter describing the student’s interest related to the scholarship, the student’s background and career goals.  Also included in the letter should be a statement of the semester in which the student plans to complete the required internship.
(b) A brief (3-page max) essay examining a problem or challenge for current oil-spill response technology in Alaska. Applicants are encouraged to discuss spill-response technology needs with professional spill responders at organizations such as Cook Inlet Spill Prevention and Response (CISPRI) and Alaska Clean Seas (ACS).
(c) Three letters of recommendation from faculty and/or employers.
Awarding Procedures:

1. The award (maximum of $12,500 for each of four semesters) will be distributed to successful applicants at the beginning of each semester of the award. Tuition, fees and book costs will be subtracted from $12,500 and the remainder will be provided to the student via a check that will be used for living expenses.  The scholarship will be awarded in the fall and will continue for the spring semester, so long as the recipient maintains a 2.5 GPA and eligible student status.  To continue the scholarship for a second year, the student must have a 3.0 cumulative GPA at the start of the new fall semester.
2. The KPC Scholarship committee will review all application packets and select the recipient. All applicants will be informed of the final decision by letter.

3. The Scholarship award will be deposited into the student’s KPC account for distribution.  

4. Any applicant that does not submit all the required material by the deadline will be eliminated from consideration.  

5. The committee reserves the right not to award a scholarship in the event that the committee, in its sole discretion, determines that no sufficiently qualified applicant has applied.  
Applications must be turned into the Kenai Peninsula College, Financial Aid Office by April 15, 2007.
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
